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Thank you for considering the Social Science Computer Review as an outlet for your article. I now have back the peer reviews, which recommend significant revision and resubmission. There is agreement, however, that SSCR readers will benefit from an article along the lines of your draft. Naturally, I hope you will choose the path of revision and resubmission, but should you decline, please let me know as soon as possible as that aids my planning efforts.

In further correspondence, in the “Subject” line, please include your assigned manuscript number, which is # .
While wishing to respect your own professional discretion and judgment, we are expecting that you will read the attached peer reviews carefully and will incorporate most of the suggested changes. In the event that you decide to proceed, I shall need not only the revised manuscript but also a cover letter in which you respond point by point to the reviewers’ suggestions and criticisms. 
In addition these formatting requirements are required, some of which you may already have met:
· Following the title, have only your name and institutional affiliation (not unit or other contact information)

· We must have all these elements in this order: title, authors with institutional affiliations, abstract, keyword list, body, short author information with email contact info, references, and endnotes (if any).

· The abstract should contain study conclusions in as much detail as consistent with abstract brevity, not just name study topics.

· Endnotes for comments only, not citations. No footnotes at all.

· APA style references (see the guide, above). In the body, cite references by name (e.g.,(Smith, 2016)). The reference list should be alphabetical by last name and should not be numbered.

· There must be a brief biographical sketch at the end of the body (not the end of the manuscript) for each author and coauthor, which must include e-mail or other contact information. Label this section “Author Information”.  

· Double-space throughout, except inside tables. Double-space references. Use 12 point font. No columns or special formatting. Left justify.  Do use page numbers.

· If the lead author is Katherine Smith, the main manuscript filename should be smith.doc. Figure filenames should be smith_fig1.tif, smith_fig2.jpg, etc.

· For figures send as separate graphics files in the highest resolution available to you, in addition to embedding them in the manuscript on separate pages at the end.

· For print purposes, figures must be greyscale, not color, and the publisher prefers a resolution of 300 ppi (pixels per inch) or higher.  For online publication, color figures are acceptable but you must submit both a greyscale and a color version (e.g., smith_fig1_greyscale.tif and smith_fig1_color.tif).

· All tables and figures must be on separate pages at the end, numbered and with captions. In the text, all tables and figures must be referred to and all must have call-outs (" [Figure 1 about here]").  Have call-outs in the body (“[Figure 1 about here]”). Do not embed figures and tables in the body.  Do not combine sections like “Author Information” on the same page as a figure or table.
· Please cite articles from the Social Science Computer Review where appropriate.

· Keep in mind that the word limit for articles is 10,000 as counted by Word, and 5,000 words for reports. Any figures count as 307 words each within these totals.

· I must have now, not when the article is revised, the author information and copyright permissions forms.
